Enrollment Matters

Why does enrollment as a tribal citizen matter? Unlike most rights in the US, which are heavily focuse
the individual, the rights of Indigenous people are heritable due to their association with tribal communities. -
means that our rights can be passed down to our descendants. This is a political arrangement that goes back
US Constitution of 1789, and the resulting treaties that were negotiated between the US and Native nations
treaties acknowledge or recognize (hence the terms) that Indigenous peoples have rights that are different
non-Indians, because they are formally tied to a specific community, in other words, the tribe as a political
What this all means is that if you have an ID card issued by the Bureau of Indian Affairs (BIA) or the Indian H
Service (IHS) because they recognize that you are Indigenous, then your children and grandchildren shot
entitled to the same benefits and services. Any question as to the rights of your descendants are more easily al
or dealt with if you can prove they are members of the tribal community.

Association with a tribal community is a slightly different status than citizenship in a tribe. Spouses or other frie
of the tribal community, including some of us who serve as tribal staff, are not entitled to the same rights as
citizens, though we may take part in activities of the community when invited to do so. If your children
grandchildren are enrolled as tribal citizens upon turning 18, then there is no question as to the heritability of
rights as Indigenous people. Even if they are not enrolled, however, they are still part of the tribal community, j
they were prior to turning 18, because they are lineal descendants. In other words, the government can rec
someone as being Indian, even if they are not formally enrolled as a citizen of a tribe, because of this notion
descent. Rights of children to belong to their tribal communities was addressed with the Indian Child Welfare Ac
1978 (ICWA), which was based on two legal standards, as discussed below.

The courts have determined two standdids he O Roger s Test 60 ainhdt perthieto whsther
the government considers someone to be Indian (or not). These standards establish the First Descendant |
Indian nontribal membership. What this means is that someone can still be consideredilratidrpart of a tribal
communitnt even i f they arendt formally enrolled as a
membership turns on whether the individual in question is eligible for tribal citizenship at some point in the futt
or if they are simply recognized as Indian by either a tribal community or the government itself (via lineal desce
other factors). This helps to explain why nenrolled or disenrolled Indians are entitled to trust land (family
allotments), or why tribal people from nefederally recognized tribes (a category that includes most Californi
Mission tribes) are still eligible for health care or other benefits.
